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Suggestions made by the Human Rights Commissioner in 2009:

1. Independent investigations should be carried out into the human rights violations – especially violations of the right to life and freedom from torture.

2. Reparation and assistance should be given to the victims of the human rights violations

3. National legislation should be revised to comply with international standards.

4. A human rights plan of action should be devised in co-operation with the UN.

5. The military should not be used for law enforcement except in extreme cases.

6. An independent national mechanism should be developed for the prevention of torture and other cruel and inhumane punishment.

7. The international community should support human rights programmes implemented by civil organisations and by bodies such as the UN.

8. Zelaya should be allowed back in Honduras in order to comply with the constitutional order.
